THERE ARE ESSENTIAL STEPS
TO UNPACK AND SOLVE PROBLEMS

Jesus, through his leadership and teaching (especially the parables)
found effective ways to solve problems. By using his example and
prayer, we will clarify, quicker, better ways to tackle the maze of teenage
problems. To discover that we all have the capability of building a
solution to anything if we cultivate an ‘I can solve this’ attitude/habit.

Hint: Work with the acronym C.H.I.E.F. to unpack problems.

The word ‘rock’ is often used figuratively in language —as a metaphor in
conjunction with being solid, steady, able to be built upon, but ask your
students, ‘Would you rather be a rock or a river?’

Warm Up Activity — Anyone for soccer?

2. Discuss the N.G.U. — Never Give Up attitude of the boys in this true
story.
